Additionally, students will gain practice in report-writing and story-writing, covering topics like proverbs, the Pledge of
Allegiance, frontier life, inventions, and more.

Mathematics 700 Fundamentals is designed to prepare junior-high students for Pre-algebra. This course focuses on
strengthening needed skills in problem solving, number sense, and proportional reasoning. It also introduces students
to integers, equations, and geometric concepts. Students will begin to see the "big picture” of mathematics and learn
how numeric, algebraic, and geometric concepts are woven together to build a foundation for higher mathematical
thinking.

e Integers: Students will learn how to locate, add, subtract, multiply, and divide integers to solve word
problems, as well as compare integers using absolute value and the order of operation.

e Fractions: Students will understand how fractions can be written into other forms without changing their
value, and how to add, subtract, multiply, and divide fractions.

e Decimals: Students will explore how to rewrite fractions as decimals, and how to use decimals to solve real-
world problems.

e Patterns and Equations: Students will learn how to translate words into equations and use them to solve
number patterns.

e Ratios and Proportions: Students will explore how to use ratios to compare numbers, solve proportions,
and convert between percents, decimals, and fractions.

e Probability and Graphing: Students will be able to determine the probability of an event, and if they are
independent or dependent events, as well as create a graph of an equation.

e Data Analysis: Students will learn how to interpret statistics using stem-and-leaf plots, histograms, and
other graphical means.

e Geometry: Students will explore how points, lines, and planes interact and how to solve equations using
their information.

e Measurement and Area: Students will learn about finding perimeters and areas of different polygons, and
using the Pythagorean theorem to solve problems.

e Surface Area and Volume: Students will explore three-dimensional figures and how to find their surface
area, volume of them.

Mathematics 700

Mathematics 700 is designed to prepare junior-high students for Pre-algebra. This course focuses on strengthening
needed skills in problem solving, number sense, and proportional reasoning. It also introduces students to integers,
equations, and geometric concepts. Students will begin to see the "big picture" of mathematics and learn how
numeric, algebraic, and geometric concepts are woven together to build a foundation for higher mathematical
thinking.

e Integers: Students will learn how to locate, add, subtract, multiply, and divide integers to solve word
problems, as well as compare integers using absolute value and the order of operation.

e Fractions: Students will understand how fractions can be written into other forms without changing their
value, and how to add, subtract, multiply, and divide fractions.

e Decimals: Students will explore how to rewrite fractions as decimals, and how to use decimals to solve real-
world problems.

e Patterns and Equations: Students will learn how to translate words into equations and use them to solve
number patterns.

e Ratios and Proportions: Students will explore how to use ratios to compare numbers, solve proportions,
and convert between percents, decimals, and fractions.

e Probability and Graphing: Students will be able to determine the probability of an event, and if they are
independent or dependent events, as well as create a graph of an equation.

e Data Analysis: Students will learn how to interpret statistics using stem-and-leaf plots, histograms, and
other graphical means.

e Geometry: Students will explore how points, lines, and planes interact and how to solve equations using
their information.

e Measurement and Area: Students will learn about finding perimeters and areas of different polygons, and
using the Pythagorean theorem to solve problems.

e Surface Area and Volume: Students will explore three-dimensional figures and how to find their surface
area, volume of them.

Mathematics 800 Fundamentals is an introductory algebra course designed to prepare junior-high school students for
Algebra I. The course focuses on strengthening needed skills in problem solving, integers, equations, and graphing.
Students will begin to see the "big picture" of mathematics and learn how numeric, algebraic, and geometric concepts
are woven together to build a foundation for higher mathematical thinking.

e The Real Number System: Student will explore different properties of numbers, and how to use them to
simplify expressions and formulas to make computations easier.

e Modeling Problems in Integers: Student will translate and solve one-step equations, or two-step equations in
context, and check solutions for reasonableness, using the order of operations, and by substituting values
for variables.

e Modeling Problems with Rational Numbers: Student will add, subtract, multiply, and divide decimals,
fractions, and mixed numbers with variables, likes, and unlike denominators to solve one and two-step word
problems.

e Proportional Reasoning: Student will convert between fractions, decimals, and percents, and compare them,
and identify similar and congruent figures and their corresponding parts, and solve for missing measures.

e More with Functions: Student will identify the parts of a line or quadratic equation and be able to graph it,
and explore arithmetic and geometric sequences, as well as exponential growth and decay.

e Measurement: Student will explore relationships between sets of lines and the angles they create,
understand and use the Pythagorean theorem, and identify characteristics of polygons.

e Plane Geometry: Student will determine how to calculate areas of common polygons, identify different
transformations and how to determine the type and original image location.

e Measures of Solid Figures: Student will calculate surface area and volume of different objects, and solve for
missing measures of 3 dimensional figures when given surface area or volume, and explain the relationship
between surface area and volume.

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Mathematics 800

Mathematics 800 is an introductory algebra course designed to prepare junior-high school students for Algebra I. The
course focuses on strengthening needed skills in problem solving, integers, equations, and graphing. Students will
begin to see the "big picture" of mathematics and learn how numeric, algebraic, and geometric concepts are woven
together to build a foundation for higher mathematical thinking.

e The Real Number System: Student will explore different properties of numbers, and how to use them to
simplify expressions and formulas to make computations easier.

e Modeling Problems in Integers: Student will translate and solve one-step equations, or two-step equations
in context, and check solutions for reasonableness, using the order of operations, and by substituting values
for variables.

e Modeling Problems with Rational Numbers: Student will add, subtract, multiply, and divide decimals,
fractions, and mixed numbers with variables, likes, and unlike denominators to solve one and two-step word
problems.

e Proportional Reasoning: Student will convert between fractions, decimals, and percents, and compare
them, and identify similar and congruent figures and their corresponding parts, and solve for missing
measures.

e More with Functions: Student will identify the parts of a line or quadratic equation and be able to graph it,
and explore arithmetic and geometric sequences, as well as exponential growth and decay.

e Measurement: Student will explore relationships between sets of lines and the angles they create,
understand and use the Pythagorean theorem, and identify characteristics of polygons.

e Plane Geometry: Student will determine how to calculate areas of common polygons, identify different
transformations and how to determine the type and original image location.

e Measures of Solid Figures: Student will calculate surface area and volume of different objects, and solve
for missing measures of 3 dimensional figures when given surface area or volume, and explain the
relationship between surface area and volume.

e Data Analysis: Student will identify the mean, median, mode, range, lower quartile, and upper quartile of
different data sets and construct the best display of the information.

e Probability: Student will identify all the possible outcomes of a given situation using combinations,
permutations, and probability, and determine if events are dependent or independent.

Algebra | Fundamentals is a full year, high school credit course that is intended for the student who has successfully
mastered the core algebraic concepts covered in the prerequisite course, Pre-Algebra. Within the Algebra | course,
the student will explore basic algebraic fundamentals such as evaluating, creating, solving and graphing linear,
quadratic, and polynomial functions.

Foundations of Algebra: Student will identify different real number properties, and how to use them to
solve algebraic expressions.

Linear Equations: Student will translate word problems into algebraic equations, and solve them using real
number properties, converting between fractions, decimals, and percents.

Functions: Student will understand the characteristics of functions, how to plot them, how to derive their
equations, and determine what type of function a graph represents.

Inequalities: Student will write, graph, and solve inequalities using real number properties.

Linear Systems: Student will determine the solution of a pair of linear equations, using the addition method,
substitution method and matrices.

Polynomials: Student will add, subtract, multiply, and divide monomials and polynomials, as well as factor
polynomials, using several different methods.

Exponential and Radical Functions: Student will simplify powers of products, a power raised to a power,
and quotients of powers, using the rule of exponents, and add, subtract, multiply, and divide radical
expressions to solve equations.

Quadratics: Student will identify, write, and graph various triangle, circle and quadratic equations and
inequalities using the Pythagorean theorem, and by factoring, completing the square, and using the square
root method.

Rational Expressions: Student will add and subtract fractions with like and unlike denominators, solve
proportions, equations and inequalities containing rational expressions, and solve different word problems
using rational equations.

Probability and Statistics: Student will determine the central tendencies of a given data set, as well as
evaluate probability of possible outcomes using multiple methods.

Algebra | —is a full year, high school credit course that is intended for the student who has successfully mastered the
core algebraic concepts covered in the prerequisite course, Pre-Algebra. Within the Algebra | course, the student will
explore basic algebraic fundamentals such as evaluating, creating, solving and graphing linear, quadratic, and
polynomial functions.

e Foundations of Algebra: Student will identify different real number properties, and how to use them to
solve algebraic expressions.

e Linear Equations: Student will translate word problems into algebraic equations, and solve them using real
number properties, converting between fractions, decimals, and percents.

e Functions: Student will understand the characteristics of functions, how to plot them, how to derive their
equations, and determine what type of function a graph represents.

e Inequalities: Student will write, graph, and solve inequalities using real number properties.

e Linear Systems: Student will determine the solution of a pair of linear equations, using the addition method,
substitution method and matrices.

e Polynomials: Student will add, subtract, multiply, and divide monomials and polynomials, as well as factor
polynomials, using several different methods.

e Exponential and Radical Functions: Student will simplify powers of products, a power raised to a power,
and quotients of powers, using the rule of exponents, and add, subtract, multiply, and divide radical
expressions to solve equations.

e Quadratics: Student will identify, write, and graph various triangle, circle and quadratic equations and
inequalities using the Pythagorean theorem, and by factoring, completing the square, and using the square
root method.

e Rational Expressions: Student will add and subtract fractions with like and unlike denominators, solve
proportions, equations and inequalities containing rational expressions, and solve different word problems
using rational equations.

e Probability and Statistics: Student will determine the central tendencies of a given data set, as well as
evaluate probability of possible outcomes using multiple methods.

e Know how to solve for angles given parallels, perpendiculars, and transversals.

e Demonstrate how to solve for sides and angles of triangles, quadrilaterals, and polygons.

e Understand trigonometric ratios and know how to use them to solve for unknown sides and angles in given
triangles as well as application word problems.

e Be able to determine arcs, chords, and sectors of circles.

e Calculate perimeter, area, and volume of figures and solids.

e Graph lines and determine slopes, midpoints, and distances.

e Interpret and construct the graphs and equations of quadratic functions.
e Make geometric constructions on paper.

e Represent results of motion geometry (translation, rotation, reflection, dilation).

e Calculate simple probabilities using addition, multiplication, permutations, combinations, and frequency tables.

Geometry

Geometry is a full-year, high school math course for the student who has successfully completed the prerequisite
course, Algebra I. The course focuses on the skills and methods of linear, quadratic, coordinate, and plane geometry.
In it, students will gain solid experience with geometric calculations and coordinate plane graphing, methods of formal
proof, and techniques of construction.

e Introduction: Student will solve problems using set theory and operations, identify characteristics of
postulates and relate geometric theorems on points, lines, and planes.

e Logic: Student will use inductive reasoning to draw reasonable conclusions, or deductive reasoning to prove
basic theorems, and write conditional statements, converses, inverses and contrapositives.

e Angles and Parallels: Student will identify types of angles, categorize a shape as a polygon or non-
polygon, identify different kinds of polygons, and find angle measures of polygons.

e Congruent Triangles and Quadrilaterals: Student will identify corresponding parts of congruent triangles,
prove congruent parts using different theorems and postulates, and solve for angle measures of congruent
polygons.

e Similar Polygons: Student will use facts about similarity to calculate side and angle measures in similar
polygons, and use sine, cosine, and tangent values to solve for missing values in triangles.

e Circles: Student will identify different parts of a circle, and angles and arcs created by different lines
interacting with circles, and calculate their measures.

e Area and Volume: Student will calculate the area, surface area, and volume of varying polygons by
breaking them down into smaller and recognizable shapes.

e Coordinate Geometry: Student will graph linear equations and inequalities, use the distance and mid-point
formulas to find lengths of segments and perimeters of geometric shapes, and find the equation of a line in
various ways.

e Transformations: Student will understand rotations, reflections, dilations and translations in terms of
angles, circles, perpendicular lines, and line segments, and find the result of combining multiple
transformations.

e Geometric Application: Student will use the functions sine, cosine, and tangent, and the inverse
trigonometric functions (sin-1, cos-1, and tan-1) to calculate unknown side lengths in right triangles,
calculate densities, and use ratios to calculate unit scales.

e Probability: Student will determine the number of combinations, or permutations, in choosing elements from
a set, explain the concept of conditional probability as found in everyday situations, and analyze decisions
and strategies using probability concepts.

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General Courses and Electives

Pre-calculus

Pre-calculus is a full-year, high school credit course that is intended for the student who has successfully mastered
the core algebraic and conceptual geometric concepts covered in the prerequisite courses: Algebra I, Geometry, and
Algebra Il. The course primarily focuses on the skills and methods of analytic geometry and trigonometry while
investigating further relationships in functions, probability, number theory, limits, and the introduction of derivatives.

e Relations and Functions: Student will examine functions, inverses of functions and combine functions to
verify inverses, as well as distinguish between linear and quadratic functions.

e Functions: Student will solve polynomials using the quadratic theorem, remainder theorem and factor
theorem, identify graphs of different polynomial equations and inequalities, and understand complex
numbers.

e Trigonometric Functions: Student will identify and solve for missing components of trigonometric
functions, calculating trigonometric values for different angles and relate degrees to radians, and radians to
degrees.

e Circular Functions and their Graphs: Student will use parametric equations with trigonometric operations
to model and solve problems, and calculate amplitude, period, and phase shift for graphed trigonometric
functions.

e |dentities and Functions of Multiple Angles: Student will simplify trigonometric expressions utilizing
trigonometric identities, and double and half-angel formulas, and combine the identities and angle formulas
learned in this unit to prove trigonometric relationships.

e Application of Trigonometric Functions: Student will solve problems using trigonometric functions, and
combine trigonometric functions and vectors to solve incline plane problems and navigation problems.

e Inverse Trigonometric Functions and Polar Coordinates: Student will solve for unknowns using inverse
trigonometric functions, recognize their graphs, and convert equations from Cartesian to polar coordinates,
and from polar to Cartesian coordinates.

e Quadratic Equations: Student will identify properties and equations of circles, ellipses, parabolas and
hyperbolas, and calculate point rotations and apply them to equations.

e Counting Principles: Student will distinguish between mutually exclusive, independent and dependent
events, and between combination and permutation, and use the explicit formula and the recursive formula to
find the nth term as well as the general term of an arithmetic sequence, or geometric sequence.

e Calculus: Student will solve functions involving numbers and conditions, understand limit notation, and
evaluate limits using the limit theorems, and find the slope of curves, and calculate the angle between two
curves.

This course expands on the Science 600 course, providing a set of basic scientific skills and a
broad survey of the major areas of science. Some of the areas covered in General Science | include the scientific
method, overview of the four major areas of science, mathematics in science, astronomy, the atmosphere, natural
cycles, weather and climate, human anatomy and physiology, and careers in science.

The course seeks to develop the student’s ability to be aware of and participate in scientific inquiry. The units contain
experiments and projects to capitalize on the students’ natural curiosity. The student will explore, observe, and
manipulate everyday objects and materials in their environment. Students at this level should show understanding of
interrelationships between organisms, recognize patterns in systems, and expand their knowledge of cellular
dimensions of living systems. Collectively, this should help students develop and build on their subject-matter
knowledge base.

e What is Science: Students will explore the tools and methods of a scientist, the four major areas of science,
and look at several careers in science.

e Perceiving Things: Students will learn about the metric system, different types of measurement and
methods of presenting data.

e Earth in Space (Part 1): Students will learn about the constellations and the history of astronomy.
e Earth is Space (Part 2): Students will learn the components of the solar system and their movements.

e The Atmosphere: Students will learn about the structure of the atmosphere, and the cycles occurring within
it.

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General Science Il

General Science Il is a basic intermediate course intended to expose students to the designs and patterns in God’s
physical universe. This course expands on the Science 600 and General Science | courses, providing a set of basic
scientific skills and a broad survey of the major areas of science. Some of the areas covered in General Science Il
include the history of science, structure and properties of matter, health and nutrition, types of energy, electricity and
magnetism, work, energy, forces, simple machines, balance in nature, natural cycles and resources.

The course seeks to develop the student’s ability to be aware of and participate in scientific inquiry. The units contain
experiments and projects to capitalize on the students’ natural curiosity. The student will explore, observe, and
manipulate everyday objects and materials in their environment. Students at this level should show understanding of
interrelationships between organisms and the environment, recognize patterns in systems, and expand their

knowledge of cellular dimensions of living systems. Collectively, this should help students develop and build on their
subject-matter knowledge base.

e Science and Society: Students will define science, describe its history, and use their main senses for
observation of the world around them.

e  Structure of Matter (Part 1): Students will describe elements and compounds in the terms of atoms and
molecules.

e  Structure of Matter (Part 2): Students will demonstrate a knowledge of the different changes in matter.
e Health and Nutrition: Students will learn how to develop good health habits.

e Energy (Part 1): Students will explain and give examples of the different types of energy.

e Energy (Part 2): Students will define magnetism and electricity and describe their relationship.

e Machines (Part 1): Students will define force and work, and evaluate the relationship that exists between
work and energy.

e Machines (Part 2): Students will describe the different types of simple machines.
e Balance in Nature: Students will discuss the balance in nature regarding the different cycles.

e Science and Technology: Student will review the other units and explore careers in science and
technology.

Biology is intended to expose students to the designs and patterns of living organisms that have been created by
God. In preceding years, students should have developed a foundational understanding of life sciences. This biology
course will expand upon that knowledge and incorporate more abstract knowledge. The student's understanding
should encompass both the micro and macro aspects of life and this biology course includes both. The major
concepts covered are taxonomy, the chemical basis of life, cellular structure and function, genetics, microbiology,
botany, human anatomy and physiology, and ecological principles.

Students at this level should show development in their ability and understanding of scientific inquiry. The units
contain experiments and projects that seek to develop a deeper conceptual meaning for the student and actively
engage the student. The continued exposure of science concepts and scientific inquiry will serve to improve the
student's skill and understanding.

Biology should be preceded or accompanied by an Algebra | course.

Chemistry

Chemistry is intended to expose students to the designs and patterns in the world that God has created. In preceding years,
students should have developed an understanding for the macroscopic properties of substances and been introduced to the
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microstructure of substances. This chemistry course will expand upon that knowledge, further develop the microstructure of
substances, and teach the symbolic and mathematical world of formulas, equations, and symbols. The major concepts covered are
measurement, atomic structure, chemical formulas and bonding, chemical reactions, stoichiometry, gases, chemical equilibrium,
and organic chemistry.

Earth Science is a high school science course that explores Earth’s structure, interacting systems, and place in the
universe. The course uncovers concepts and processes found in:

astronomy — Earth’s place in and interaction with space,
geology — physical structure and dynamic processes,
meteorology — atmosphere, weather and climate, and
oceanography — oceans and marine life.

humans on the atmosphere.

e Earth’s Weather and Climate: Students will explore weather and climate and how to measure and predict
weather.

e Astronomy: Students will explore the solar system and other celestial bodies in the universe.

General Science lll is a basic intermediate course intended to expose students to the designs and patterns in God’s
physical universe. This course expands on General Science | and Il courses. Some of the areas covered in General
Science lll include the structure of matter, atomic nuclei and radioactivity, geology, oceanography, astronomy,
microbiology, medicine, and science today and in the future.

Students at this level should show development in their ability and understanding of scientific inquiry. Some of the
units contain experiments and projects that seek to develop meaning for the student and to engage the student
actively. The continued exposure of science concepts and scientific inquiry will serve to improve the student’s skill
and understanding.

Upon completion of the course, students should be able to do the following:

Use their main senses for observation of the world around them.

Describe the atomic structure of different elements.

Calculate and measure volume, mass, and density for different objects.

Identify different types of geological changes.

Discuss how the layers of the earth’s crust can show history.

Describe the different parts of the ocean, both living and non-living.

Explain the differences in the stars and constellations.

Distinguish between bacterial infections, viral infections, and other types of infections.
Develop a plan to prevent and treat common diseases through proper health.

Demonstrate an understanding of the resources of the earth and what is needed to conserve those
resources.

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Introduction to Computer Science

Computers are an integral part of many of our lives and help us to accomplish many different tasks. Computer
science careers are one of the fastest growing careers in the world and certainly in the United States. Educating
students about careers in computer science is beneficial to both students our global marketplace. In this course
students will see and experience much of what computer scientists do. They will start programming in the first unit
and continue throughout the course. They will also explore the hardware and software that make computers work.
Projects are assigned throughout the course that allow students to not only write programs, but to design networks,
plan a mobile app for a smartphone, analyze big data, and more. Students who complete the course will know how to
address accessibility issues to make the Internet accessible to all, how to help protect themselves from security
threats, make informed decisions based on ethical and legal issues, and learn skills to use when working with a
diverse team. Not only will students explore the wide spectrum of computer science careers, but they will also survey
the history of computers and explore emerging technologies and issues.

Unit 1: Computer Science Then and Now: Computers have had an enormous impact on social, ethical,
economic, and cultural issues. Students will examine how computers developed and technologies that are
just now being developed. Telehealth is changing how doctors deliver care. Virtual and augmented reality
allow people to experience adventures and training without leaving home. Students will also gain a working
knowledge of a computer and begin programming in Python, which is a free, open-source Integrated Design
Environment. Flowcharts and pseudocode are used to plan how to solve a problem. Students will also
investigate five computer science fields to help them begin thinking about career paths.

e Unit 2: Hardware and Software: Have you thought about how computers communicate? Computers
communicated in ones and zeros, so all information has to be translated to binary. Then the signal has to be
transmitted through a network. Students will explore how the World Wide Web began and how networks are
organized. They will also investigate the software that makes computers useful and the ways information is
stored.

e Unit 3: Computational Thinking: A high-level program such as Python allows students to write code that
is very readable. Variables are used to store numbers, text, and other data types. Students will write
programs that ask for user input, process the response, and display the result. They will make decisions that
allow the response to fit the data provided. As programs become more complex, the importance of planning
rises. Students will plan, implement, and test programs. They will also examine difficulties faced by those
with mental and physical challenges and identify solutions.

e Unit 4: Control Structures and Data Types: Programs can be made more efficient in several ways.
Programming languages use loops to perform repetitive tasks. Functions enable programmers to reuse code
in many applications. Large amounts of data can be organized into collections, such as lists, tuples, and
dictionaries. Students will create their own user-defined data type. Every programmer makes mistakes and
users often make mistakes when entering data. Error handling provide a built-in mechanism of dealing with
user errors and preventing programs from crashing.

e Unit 5: Classes, Analyzing Data, and Arrays: Object-oriented programming (OOP) increases efficiency
and protects code contained in the object. OOP is the computer version of reduce-reuse-recycle. Classes
and libraries enable programmers to use the work already done by themselves or other programmers. The
math, random, and other libraries are used. In this unit students will also explore real-world data and write a
guessing game program.

e Unit 6: Semester Review and Exam: Students will prepare for and take the semester exam.

e Unit 7: Programming Algorithms: Up to this point, once a program was finished the information was not
saved. In this unit the student will be able to save the output of a program in files. Being able to read from
and write to files allow you to analyze vast quantities of real-world data. Another aspect of real-world
programming is gathering and responding to customer feedback. Students will use string formatting and
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color choices to make a program’s output more readable for greater accessibility. Programming is not an
end in itself. Students will investigate how algorithms are used in different disciplines and examine how other
programming languages are used.

e Unit 8: Design and Development: The Software Development Life Cycle (SDLC) models the stages of
software development: planning, design, coding, testing, release, and maintenance. Students will design,
code, and test applications such as web pages, a guessing game that uses the random library, and learn the
best practices for working alone and with a team. They examined a variety of development tools such as
those used to create mobile apps and how VPython can model physical phenomena. They will also consider
how versioning is used during the maintenance phase.

e Unit 9: Laws and Security: Laws are critical to those who use and work with computers. Intellectual
property laws protect writers, programmers, artists, and other creators of original work. Cybersecurity issues
demand tradeoffs between safety and usability. The damage done by hackers and the cost of security
measures have a huge economic impact. Students will write a program to evaluate the strength of a
password and conduct independent research into legal and security issues.

e Unit 10: Ethics: Ethics are even more important than legal issues. What is legal is not always ethical.
Students will explore bias and equity, ethics, and online etiquette. They will identify sources of bias for the
physically and mentally challenged and strategies for addressing that bias. In some countries, the
government controls the information available on the Internet, a form of information censorship. Economic
conditions can limit access to the Internet. Diversity is addressed by examining how cultural differences
affect members of a team.

e Unit 11: Applications: This unit explores a variety of ways computers are used and ways students can find
a career in the field. The unit begins with learning more about web design, two styles of programming, and
how music and video are represented on a computer. Students will write a program to create art. In the
project, students will design a mobile app, get feedback from others, and improve their design. They will also
implement a game that uses artificial intelligence. The unit ends with workplace topics: being the kind of
worker others want to work beside, being safe in the workplace, providing customer service, and exploring
the preparation needed for a computer science career.

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Music Appreciation

The goal of this semester-long course is to provide instruction in basic musical elements, trace the development and
growth of classical music, and give students a strong foundation for a greater appreciation of music. Students will
examine music in the world around them and discover how they experience music. They'll be introduced to the basic
elements and sounds of music and instruments. Students will learn the names and backgrounds of several famous
musical composers. Students will also learn how and where classical music began, how it developed over the
centuries, and the ways in which music and culture affect each other. Lastly, students will examine the ways modern
music has been influenced by classical music.

This course also provides students with lessons in engaged listening. These special lessons allow students to listen
and respond to music. A template for how to listen and respond is provided.

e Discovering Music: Students will learn the basics of listening to, responding to, and participating in music,
including completing independent projects that utilize engaged listening skills; students will also understand
music from other cultures.

e Music Fundamentals: Students will understand the fundamentals of music, including key concepts such as
rhythm, melody, harmony, form, expression, and the types and categories of musical instruments.

e Beginnings of Music: Students will examine early music history, spanning from medieval times to the
Baroque era, and complete focused research and writing projects on the topic.

e Developing Music: Students will explore a variety of classical and romantic music, continuing to participate
in independent engaged listening projects to continue advancement of key skills.

e Modern Music: Students will focus on music of the twentieth-century, including popular, Broadway, and film
music, culminating in project requiring students to attend and critique a classical concert in their community.

e Course Review and Exam: Students will complete a full review of key course concepts, and demonstrate
their mastery through a final examination.

Students will explore the nature of music, integrating the key concepts of rhythm and meter, written music notation,
the structure of various scale types, interval qualities, melody and harmony, the building of chords, and transposition.
Throughout the series of assignments, ear training exercises are interspersed with the bones of composition
technique, building in students the ability not only to hear and appreciate music, but step-by-step, to create it in
written form as well. This highly interactive course culminates in the students producing original compositions, which
while based on standard notation, demonstrate facets of personal expression. As the students’ ability to perform
increases in the future, they will better understand music and therefore better demonstrate its intrinsic communication
of emotion and ideas.

e Rhythm and Meter: Students will build a foundational understanding of the elements of musical rhythm and
meter, including the measure of different notes, time signatures, and special rhythms; additionally, students
will participate in ear training exercises to build their skill in this area.

e Notation and Pitch: Students will identify musical symbols, intervals, and instrumentation, and will be able
to use this knowledge to compose and original melody.

e Scales and Key Signatures: Students will examine scaled and both major and minor keys; projects include
ongoing ear training exercises, the transposition of a melody to a new key, and the composition of original,
non-diatonic melodies.

e Harmony: Students will construct an understanding of the key aspects of harmony including the various
categories of intervals and triads, and participate in ongoing ear training exercises; this unit culminates in the
independent composition of a simple accompaniment.

e Making Music: Students will actively participate in the interpretation and composition of music, utilizing their
knowledge of musical elements such as rhythm, pitch, key, harmony, and expression.

e Course Review and Exam: Students will complete a full review of key course concepts, and demonstrate
their mastery through a final examination.

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Personal Financial Literacy

Personal Financial Literacy is a semester-length elective designed to help high school students prepare for success
in making financial decisions throughout their lives.

Topics in the course address the advantages of making sound financial decisions in both the short and long term,
income planning, money management, saving and investing, and consumer rights and responsibilities.

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Probability and Statistics A

Semester A of Probability of Statistics is designed to give 11th- and 12th-grade students an overview of basic
concepts of statistics, with an emphasis on descriptive statistics. The semester begins with the key concepts of data,
samples, and populations. Students will create visual representations of data sets, such as histograms and bar
graphs. Students will describe the central tendency and spread of data for a data set. Students will look for patterns
in a data set and determine models based on those patterns.

Each of the five units includes twelve lessons and one project. Each lesson has a minimum of thirteen formative
assessment questions to enable students and their teacher to gauge student understanding. Summative
assessments include three quizzes in each unit, a test for each unit, and a semester exam covering all five units.
Each project uses concepts covered in the unit.

Trigonometry is a five-unit elective course for high school students who have successfully completed Algebra |,
Geometry, and Algebra Il. The materials cover a development of trigonometry from right triangle trigonometry to
oblique triangles and the polar plane. Throughout the course, students will develop trigonometric formulas and use
them in real-world applications, evaluate trigonometric proofs using complex trigonometric identities and solving
trigonometric equations with regard to the unit circle.

The course seeks to help students expand their knowledge and skills so that they may achieve the following goals:

e Use trigonometry as a tool for indirect measurement.
e Model natural phenomenon with trigopnometric functions.
e Perform operations with complex numbers using trigonometry.

e Use trigonometric identities to evaluate trigonometric proofs and solve trigopnometric equations with regard to
the unit circle.

e  Solve for unknown sides and angles of right and oblique triangles using right triangle trigonometry, law of
sines and law of cosines.

In attaining these goals, students will begin to see the "big picture" of mathematics and understand how numeric,
algebraic, and geometric concepts are woven together to build a foundation for higher mathematical thinking.

What comes to mind when you think about the Vietnam Era? For many, that period represents a difficult time in U.S.
history. It is defined by an unpopular war that claimed the lives of 58,000 Americans and some 3 million Vietnamese.

Calculus

AP® Calculus is a full-year, high school credit course that is intended for the student who has successfully mastered a
minimum of four high school level mathematics courses that cover analytical and conceptual algebra (with heavy
emphasis on functions), coordinate and plane geometry, and trigonometric functions. It is highly recommended that
the student successfully complete pre-calculus as a prerequisite. The course primarily focuses on the skills and
methods of analyzing graphical behavior of functions, the definition of a derivative as well as applications of
derivatives, integration and their relationships with the graphical function.

Upon successfully completing the course, the student should have mastered the following concepts:

e Perform operations on functions including composition and inverses.

e  Using calculation and estimation to evaluate limits.

e Analyze infinite limits and the correlation between their values and the graph’s behavior; estimate and
understand discontinuity and continuous functions.

e Compute the derivative of a function using the power rule, product and quotient rule, chain rule and all
trigonometric rules.

e Use the concept of a derivative to interpret a function’s rate of change and continuity; construct the equation
of a line tangent to a curve; evaluate the intervals for which a function is increasing or decreasing.

e Interpret the Mean Value Theorem.

Comparative Government and Politics will introduce students to the diverse political environment outside the United
States. The course will compare six selected countries with respect to their political structure and policies as well as
different challenges within each of those countries. Students will also examine how different governments solve
similar problems and then compare the effectiveness of their approach.

One resource that should be widely used in this course is the information provided at apcentral.collegeboard.com.
This site contains formerly released free response questions (FRQs) as well as overviews and guidelines as you
prepare for the final exams of this course. Most helpful will be the Course Description book which also gives the
breakdown of the AP® Exam ™.

e Unit 1: Students will be introduced to comparative politics, political science, and linkage institutions.

e Unit 2: Students will examine the political structures of Russia and Nigeria and the relationships between
states and the people.

e Unit 3: Students will explain the identity of states, the divides that exist between ethnic and religious lines,
and the opposing political viewpoints on these topics. They will also examine the government of the United
Kingdom.

e Unit 4: Students will identify different states and their market structures as well as the political history and
systems of the United Kingdom. They will also understand what a political economy and supranational
organizations are and how they interact with states.

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English Language and Composition

This is a college-level course to prepare students for the Advanced Placement Language and Composition exam by
engaging in critical reading, writing, and discussion. The stated purpose of the course (from the College Board) is to
"emphasize the expository, analytical, and argumentative writing that forms the basis of academic and professional
communication.” To accomplish this goal, students learn to read texts closely to determine the author's purpose and
means of conveying his or her message.

In addition to various passages and articles, students engage in analysis of images to better understand the
processes of communication, persuasion and argument. The goal is to develop skills in analyzing, explaining, and
arguing through the analysis of texts from various time periods and genres and through writing formal and informal
responses to them in a variety of modes.

Students will also complete quizzes, timed essays, and practice tests to help prepare for the AP® exam throughout
the course.

Due to the complex nature of this course, and the multi-faceted approach to the AP Exam preparation, most lessons
will likely take longer than one traditional class period. Plan for two to three traditional class periods, in order to allow
students ample time to complete their work. Each lesson contains specific notes regarding work time, for teacher
reference.

It is highly recommended that teachers and students alike register with AP® Central to gain access to previously
published tests as additional practice.

e Unit 1: Introduction to Rhetoric: Students begin looking through the text and learning what it takes to
closely read a text, examining the different parts of the rhetorical triangle, and looking at the rhetorical
situation, as well as the occasion and context of a piece of writing and the way all these concepts affect a
piece of writing. Students examine various modes of writing such as narrative and cause and effect, and
appeals to ethos, logos, and pathos. Students also master a variety of rhetorical terms, such as repetition,
chiasmus, antithesis, hyperbole, and irony.

e Unit 2: Rhetorical Analysis: Rhetorical analysis is usually the first essay on the AP English and Language
Composition exam. Students have to read a passage quickly, annotate and understand it, and then write an
essay that asks them to identify rhetorical strategies and what effect those strategies have on the message
of the piece. Best practices for tackling the test are also examined.

e Unit 3: The Descriptive Essay of Historical Fiction: This part of the course takes a detour into historical
fiction. Students will study style, compassion, voice, themes, and motifs. Students are guided through a
detailed analysis of the text which culminates in writing a descriptive essay about the text.

e Unit 4: Introduction to Argument: The second essay that AP English Language and Composition students
are asked to write is the argument essay. Students are usually given a prompt or a quote about an issue and
asked to agree, disagree, qualify, or discuss. Here, students transition from persuading to deliberately
arguing, focusing their work on argumentation through a variety of modes: satire, persuasion, audience, and
argument refutations.

e Unit 5: Satirical Writing and Argumentation: Through studying the role of the writer's voice to persuade,
engage, and argue, students work to use language deliberately to create the effect that they want their
readers to experience. It's important to understand the basic rules of argument and how to link evidence to
reasoning, as well as to develop skills and strategies will support students in the composition of good
argument essays.

e Unit 6: Rhetoric and Language: This unit turns back to rhetoric and explores the various rhetorical appeals
that will help students to understand both the rhetorical essay as well as argument. Students will examine
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the effectiveness of humor, pay close attention to visual literacy, and develop more strategies to increase
coherence in essays.

e Unit 7: The Synthesis Essay: The third essay that AP English Language and Composition students are
asked to write for the exam is a synthesis essay. This essay combines argument with sources in which
students use a prompt, an assignment, and between seven and eight sources that the College Board
provides to develop their own argument. The essay should include both direct and indirect quotes that are
consistently documented (does not need to be in MLA).

e Unit 8: Julius Caesar: Students read Julius Caesar, examining the rhetoric of key soliloquies, as well as
strategies for studying famous speeches and sermons. This helps students become more comfortable with
dated language and also helps them to practice both rhetorical analysis and argumentation skills.

e Unit 9: Letters, Speeches, and Paired Texts: Examining speeches and letters allows students to see just
how the audience affects the way a writer frames his or her message and how the audience will control the
type of language he or she will use. In the past, there have been compare/contrast essay prompts on the
rhetorical analysis test, and so it is a good idea to look at some paired texts to help students prepare.

e Unit 10: Exam Prep: Test preparation is critical in this Advanced Placement course and this unit begins with
foundational information about how to prepare for the multiple choice test, which is followed by a short quiz
to ensure that students have understood the information. The unit then moves into practice tests: three
multiple choice tests, three rhetorical analysis prompts with exemplar essays, three argument prompts with
exemplar essays, and three synthesis prompts with exemplar essays. The recommendation is that all of
these tests should be timed.

When you are asked to write an essay, a description of the topic/assignment and a length requirement will be
included. Note that the minimum length requirement assumes FULL pages. For instance, a two to three page paper
should fill at least two full pages. You should write using the MLA page set up guidelines, headings, and font
suggestions (typically Times New Roman 12).

Most of the readings are taken from the text The Language of Composition by Renee H. Shea, Lawrence Scanlon,
and Robin Dissin Aufses. Any other texts are included in the test for the convenience of the students and teachers.
